German renewables support row re-ignite 
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 Another dispute within the German government over financial support for renewable energy is brewing after Wolfgang Clement, the Social Democratic economics minister, warned that feed-in costs for wind power could increase four-fold by 2015. 

Citing an unpublished study by German energy agency Dena, Mr Clement said the costs of including wind power into the German power grid alone would rise from €1.4bn now to €5.4bn in 2015. "Since this figure doesn't include investments to expand the power grid, the question is can the government afford this?," he told Associated Press. 

Mr Clement's governing partners the Greens hit back, accusing him of misleading and claiming that the real costs to consumers would be manageable.
